LYNCH CEMETERY, 89-3

Summary Report

Lyhch Cemetery (89-3), Redstone Arsenal, Madi>son- County, Alabama,]uly 2002. \-

This cemetery is located on the south side of Buxton Road, east of the
Timmons Cemetery Road and Briar Road intersections. It is about on the
line between the NW/4 and the NE/4 of Section 22, Township 5, Range 1W.
It may be entirely within either the NW/4 or the NE/4, but the accuracy of



maps used in this study cannot precisely fit the cemetery into either quarter
section with authority.

There are no tombstones at all in the cemetery. The only inscribed marker is
one provided by the Army offices to denote the cemetery name. The photo
below shows the only fieldstone found within the fenced area, even though
there are about 15 - 20 obvious grave depressions. However, if the cemetery
is filled with graves, it could easily hold over 250 burials, as its overall
dimensions are about 125 feet by 120 feet.

The basis for the name of the cemetery is unknown, but generally names of
cemeteries that are not associated with a church or community name reflect
ownership of the land at some point in time when the burial ground began to
be used for that purpose. Accordingly, old land records were examined to
see when the Lynch family came into ownership of the land. After that time,
then many of the burials would be linked to the Lynch family, either directly
or by marriage, or sometimes by association as neighbors. While no specific
names of the deceased can be definitely tied to the cemetery through that
method of research, it provides indications of likely burials, since people in
rural areas typically were buried on their own land or that of a close
neighbor (especially if they rented a farm and had no land of their own).
Otherwise, burials would be in community cemeteries (which were rare) or
church cemeteries. This cemetery appears to be an old, private cemetery. It
has the “feel” of an old slave cemetery, but that is simply conjecture built
upon the lack of tombstones and from some knowledge of the history of the
land ownership. That history begins with study of the initial land purchase
for Section 22 of T5-R1W from the government, as shown below in
Margaret Matthews Cowart’s book OLD LAND RECORDS OF
MADISON COUNTY, ALABAMA:
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The above record for the West Half of the Northeast Quarter of Section 22
(that portion bordering the Northwest Quarter of Section 22) was first



patented to J. Scarbrough in 1830. At about the same time, Hugh(y) Smith
took the East Half of the section. However, Mr. Scarbrough apparently
defaulted on payment for the West Half, because in 1834 it was recorded
that John Simmons got that land as an “assignee” of another person
(Scarbrough). Note also that John Timmons got the land in all other
quarters of Section 22. Normally, the subsequent exchanges of ownership of
land are shown in the INDEX TO LANDS, as shown below. However, in
this case, there is no record for a John Simmons ever selling any land in the
area. In fact, it is almost certain that the name was not John Simmons, but
rather John Timmons. The old script of the original documents could easily
have led to the difference in the names, as the handwritten “S” was nearly
identical with “T” and “L”, just as the old “I”” and “J” were
indistinguishable for the most part in early documents.
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The INDEX TO LANDS confirms the idea that John Timmons was the
purchaser of the land of the cemetery in 1834, rather than John Simmons, in
that the heir of John Timmons was William H. Timmons. Similarly, the heir
of Hughy Smith was Stanhope Smith, and both William Timmons and
Stanhope Smith are shown as the first to privately transfer ownership of the
land in the NE Quarter of Section 22. In fact, the first transfer by William
Timmons was to put it in trust for his wife Annie (their family is shown in
the 1880 census records further below). In 1869, Annie and William
transferred ownership of the NW/4 of Section 22 to Elisha and William
Joiner, et al, per the deed below:
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Note that the second page of the deed shown above states that the land was
sold to William Joiner, Elisha Joiner, and James Timmons — “all
(coloured)”. While no entry of the INDEX TO LANDS showed any
purchase of the cemetery area by anyone named Lynch, it is known that the
black Joiner and Timmons families were closely allied and intermarried with
the black Lynch families of the early arsenal land history. The 1870 census
page below shows the three men who purchased the land around the
cemetery (which must therefore actually be in the NW/4 of Section 22)
enumerated in adjacent households in the Green Grove Post Office area of
T5-R1W. The household of James Timmons even included a Louis Lynch
in 1870. Another Lynch family was enumerated nearby, at the bottom of the
page. Other pages of the census for the Green Grove area contain many
more Lynch families. It is not at all unlikely that the Joiners and the
Timmons who owned the land initiated a cemetery to serve their black
families, and thereafter also allowed their neighbors (including, but not
limited to, the Lynch families) to use the burying ground. In fact, it would
be more surprising if they did not establish a graveyard on the land that they
now owned, rather than continuing to bury their family members on land
that they did not own. Indeed, the cemetery may have already existed as a
slave cemetery before the Civil War, and that could well be the reason that
the Joiners and James Timmons wanted to buy that particular parcel of land.
It most likely already contained the bones of their ancestors, and they
wanted to have control of the land of their fathers.

For the cemetery to end up with the name “Lynch Cemetery” in local
memories (or whatever source gave it the name) indicates that many of the
Lynch families’ members were buried here. There may have even been
some tombstones with the name inscribed at one time, but there are none
today.
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“Page 3” of the Green Grove area 1870 census was included above because
it shows the other “James Timmons” entries for Madison County in that
year. Note that the older James Timmons (age 75) gave his place of birth as
“Africa”. Since the James Timmons who purchased the land around the
cemetery with the Joiners was age 29 in the 1870 census, the elder James
Timmons could have been either his father or his grandfather. Considering
that there is a younger (age 17) James Timmons in the household of the
senior James, it is unlikely that the younger James was the son of the 29-
year-old James. However, they were probably closely related and both
descendants of the senior James. It would be expected that all of these
James Timmons men were possibly buried in this Lynch Cemetery — which
could just as well be called the black “Timmons Cemetery”, except that
would go against the custom of living memories.

Another approach to considering the possible black burials in the Lynch
Cemetery (89-3) is to continue examination of the census records for later
years, through the time of the transition of the land to the Army. Asa
limited example, the 1880 census extract below is given:

Note: The white families were selected for inclusion above simply to
provide location indications of the residences for the black families. Itis
generally known where the white families lived, but the specific
locations of the black family houses are generally unknown. This
should not be taken as a suggestion that any of the white family
members were perhaps buried in the Lynch Cemetery, 89-3.

Since there was no listing found for a James Timmons of about age 39 in the
1880 census of Madison County (or any county of any state, for that matter),
it is assumed that he had passed away sometime before the 1880 census was
taken. Since there was no entry in the 1880 census found for his wife
Priscilla or his son Wyatt, it may well be that the whole family died of some
epidemic or other calamity. Accordingly, it seems logical that they would
be buried in the cemetery on land that they co-owned with the Joiners.

As noted on page 19 of this report, there was a Caroline Timmons who
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married Ephraim (“Ephram”) Lynch and lived in the same area, with
residents as listed on page 134-A of the 1880 census. Caroline married
Ephraim 10 May, 1879, according to the Madison County Records Center
web page listings. However, if she was a daughter of James Timmons who
was listed in the 1870 census with wife Priscilla, she was not listed in that
household at age 8. Still, that would not necessarily be unusual, as many
times children were “farmed out” with relatives, especially to help older
family members to continue to live in their own houses. At least the ages
match pretty well for Caroline to be a daughter of the James Timmons who
bought the land.

There was another James Timmons shown in the 1880 census at age 26 on
page 25 of this report. It is quite likely that this James was the same as the
younger James shown in 1870 in the household of the James Timmons who
was born in Africa and was listed at age 75 then.

The 1880 census also listed both Elisha and Felix Joiner (page 24 of this
report), now heading nearby but separate households, as compared to 1870
when Felix was given as a son in the household of Elisha. Felix Joiner is
additionally mentioned in the Summary Report for the Horton — Joiner
Cemetery (87-1). It is possible that he is buried in either that cemetery or
this one, but his father Elisha is almost certainly buried in the Lynch
Cemetery on the land that he co-owned. An interesting point of speculation
is the presence of an aunt “Julie Timmons” in the household of Elisha Joiner
per the 1880 census (page 24 of this report). Comparing to the 1870 census
page, it can be seen that Julia Timmons was head of her own household,
enumerated as living next door to James Timmons, who was co-owner of the
cemetery land for the Lynch Cemetery. Considering that Julia had in 1870 a
girl at age 8 named Caroline Timmons living with her as the only other
occupant of the house, it can be pretty safely assumed that Caroline
Timmons was the same one who married Ephraim Lynch in 1879 and is
found on page 19 of this report in his household. This strongly ties the
family of the James Timmons who co-owned the land with the Lynch family
name and offers further likelihood that Ephraim Lynch is buried in the
cemetery. Thereby, the cemetery probably derived its name. However,
since it was originally under the ownership of black families by the name of
Joiner and Timmons, it may be more appropriate to call it the Joiner —
Timmons Cemetery. Even Julia Timmons and the James Timmons (age 75,
born in Africa, per the 1870 census listing shown on page 12 of this
Summary Report) are most likely buried in this cemetery, which should
reflect their names as ancestors of the original black owners.
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There were other connections of the black Timmons and Lynch families.
For example, on 12 August 1882 Rosa Lynch and Dock Timmons took out a
license to marry in Madison County. However, the relationship between the
families may go further back in time. In 1848, Susan Lynch and Joel Joiner
were licensed to marry in Madison County on 1 December. Considering the
date, this couple would have been white. If they had even been free blacks,
then “colored” would have been noted in the marriage record index, and it
was not. Furthermore, the 1850 census showed them as a white couple. It is
possible that the Lynch surname had its beginnings in Madison County with
the arrival of John M. Lynch from Tennessee. He is shown in the 1850
census (below) with his wife Nancy, who was of the Hatton family, per the
marriage license of 13 February 1846. Joel may have been a son of John by
an earlier wife. Of course, Nancy Hatton’s family played a prominent role
in early settlement of arsenal lands also, but they have no cemetery that
bears their name on today’s arsenal.

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Another item of interest regarding the Lynch family history relative to this
cemetery is the fact that the 1880 census showed the family of Elvira Lynch
living in the household of William and Annie Timmons. William and Annie
were the white plantation owners who sold the land to the black Joiners and
James Timmons after the Civil War. Elvira Lynch at age 30 is shown on
page 25 of this Summary Report. Her children, living with her in the
household of William and Annie Timmons, were listed as George (age 11)
and Lucy (age 5 months). There was also another black Lynch, Lella, given
as age 13 in the same household. Since Lella Lynch was listed with her age
out of sequence compared to the other children, it is indicated that she was
not a child of Elvira Lynch. However, she was most likely a close relative
(such as a niece). Since these black Lynches were associated with the white
plantation owner family, it suggests that they also may well be buried in the
ground called the Lynch Cemetery (89-3) today.

It may likewise be appropriate to keep in mind that William H. Timmons,
the white former slave owner, apparently carried on “affairs” with at least
one (if not more) of the former slaves. This could well be the reason that he
provided for the Joiner and the Timmons land ownership, at a time when
many white landowners would not have considered the sale of land to them.
The account of William Timmons fathering two children by a black woman
named Louisa, while married to Annie, is given below in the notes of
Beverly Curry from her interviews with descendants of that union.

From the notes made in the year 2001 by Beverly Curry of the Army offices, when she
interviewed Lizzie Jacobs Ward and Walter Joiner, from an e-mail sent to John P. Rankin
3 November 2004:

Note that Pearlie Jacobs, as noted above in Beverly’s notes, was “set aside,
as a free nation”. That was probably due to the fact that the Jacobs family
on early pre-arsenal lands came to Madison County as free a black or
Mulatto family. Their status is further revealed in the census record shown
on page 31 of this report, where the family of George W. Jacobs is
enumerated as a Mulatto, designated by the “m” in the column after the
gender notation. When the column is blank (the most common in the 1850
census, since blacks and Mulattos were not enumerated unless they were
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free), it indicates that “white” is understood in this census.

The former slave who bore two children to white William Timmons and
then married a Joiner (per Beverly’s notes above) was named Louisa. She is
almost certainly the Louisa Joiner shown in the 1870 census (see page 11 of
this Summary Report) as the wife of William Joiner, one of the three co-
owners of the land of the Lynch Cemetery. Her relationship with white
landowner William H. Timmons may well have led to the sale of the land to
the black families, perhaps in order to help provide for his two children by
her. “Pearlie” Jacobs Ward may very well have been one of the two women
shown in the 1880 census as wives of an Alex Joiner (see pages 27 and 28 of
this Summary Report). One was named “Prudie” (close to “Pearlie”?), and
the other was named “Trudie”. If the correct one was Prudie, her children
were listed as Bettie, Mary, and Elen. The names could be a match with the
notes of Beverly Curry, if Bettie is “Bessie”, Mary is perhaps Mary Louise,
and Elen is perhaps Nina Ellen Joiner. Of course, that would also require
that Percy, Claudie, and Gussie were either born earlier and not part of the
1870 household, or that they were born later. However, the family of
William Joiner is not found in the 1880 census listing, so the connection
remains speculative.

On the whole, the story behind the Lynch Cemetery, with respect to the
Joiners and the Timmons families seems to point to a period of transition in
the old South. The underlying land transactions came at a time when the
white plantation owners were learning to “get a life” without the unpaid
support of slaves. Likewise, the former slaves were having to do many
things in order to sustain themselves and to maintain family groups. Just as
prior to the Civil War some white men fathered children with their slaves
(giving rise to the Mulattos in the old South), immediately after the Civil
War, it was probably still necessary for some former slaves to continue such
relationships in order to have adequate food and housing. It is sometimes
difficult for us today to understand the rationalizations for life of those
times, but only through attempts to comprehend the lives of the past can we
begin to grasp the history of our pioneers in the area. The mystery of the
Lynch Cemetery and its name origins can help to focus attention on some of
the details that will help to build our understanding.
