33 years. [nee Sarah T.

Born 1778 
Died 1848 aged 65 yrs. 
[Probably Sarah T. Allison’s 
mother.] 
 
W. G. Cobb 

Born Feb. 4, 1892 
Died Nov. 1, 1920
