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Even though John’s son Charles Woodward was not found (anywhere) in the 
census records of 1910 and 1920, it is suspected that he is the one who 
appears in the 1930 census of Madison County AL.  At that time, Charles 
was enumerated with his wife Laura and his daughter Vivian in the 
Whitesburg Precinct 6, “off Green Grove Road”.  This  location places him 
at the ancestral homesite on pre-arsenal land.  Charles is given in 1930 as a 
farmer, age 43, married at age 24, born in Alabama of parents who were 
both born in Alabama.  Laura D. Woodward is given as age 35, married at 
age 17, born in Missouri of parents who were both born in Missouri.  Their 
daughter Vivian was listed as age 12.
